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The “classics” of classical music refers not to its age, but to its profound mean-
ing after repeated tests of time. For every practitioner of classical music, it is
most precious and difficult to keep the original aspiration of music.

This is the 13" season of HPO. At a time when we are still affected by the epi-
demic, we still plan another season of music dinner with the original aspiration
of classics. We will bring 21 sets of season concerts, 3 sets of chamber concerts
and public concerts while starting on September 26 with its opening concert, to
make every music fan hear HPO's "new style"” carefully and diligently.

Old and new acquaintances get together

Classical music is a long river that connects the past and the future and ad-
vances with cooperativity, and every musician promotes the river with the belief
of promoting together. In the new season, we have both old and new acquain-
tances, and pass on the power of classics in the interaction and communication
of music. The famous violinist Vera Tsu Weiling will serve as the artist in resi-
dence, and will bring the fans a chamber music with master and apprentice on
the same stage, performing the different Four Seasons of Antonio Lucio Vivaldi
and Astor Pantaledn Piazzolla. In addition, she will also perform Brahms's dou-
ble concerto with cellist Wang Jian to help the HPO's closing concert.

In addition to the continuous cooperation with the China National Opera House
and the National Ballet of China, in the orchestra, there are conductors Yu Feng,
LU Jia, Li Xincao, Zhang Yi, Lin Daye, Liu Sha, Liu Ju, Chen Lin, Huang Yi and
Yu Ji, pianists Sheng Yuan and Tan Xiaotang, violinists Tsu Weiling, Xie Nan
and Zhi-Jong Wang, cellist Wang Jian and other old friends, as well as pianists
Du Taihang, Wan Jieni, Kong Jianing and other new acquaintances. In addition,
HPOQO's principal flute Li Yunfei, principal oboe Duan Lian, principal bassoon
Huang Jian, associate principal French horn Zan Yuetao, and principal trumpet

Yao Tianhao will also perform at the music season. Even the conductors Antonio
Mendez and Hannu Lintu, pianists Shai Wosner and Alexandre Tharaud, violin-
ist Leonidas Kavakos, cellist Amanda Forsyth, and clarinet player Sabine Meyer,
the big foreign stars who are eagerly awaited by music fans, will be arranged as
much as possible, and especially, Pinchas Zukerman, the contemporary violin
“great master” and the greatest violin master, will join the season performance
of HPO as a soloist and conductor.

Music with Maestro

In this season, we will launch seven "With Maestro” series to commemorate the
masters, including the opening concert to commemorate the 120" anniversary
of Verdi's death, when we will remember the last master of Italian opera with a
Requiem Aeternam; a concert held on the day of Mozart's death on December
5 to commemorate the 230" anniversary of Mozart's death, when a concerto, a
divertimento and a symphony will be performed in turn to remember this "Ama-
deus”; and three concerts to commemorate the 50" anniversary of Stravinsky's
death, when we will use three choreographic music The Firebird, Petroushka and
The Rite of Spring, as well as the concerto, Dumbarton Oaks and other classic
works to pay tribute to the "Picasso” of Western modernist music. Besides, 2022
marks the 290" anniversary of Haydn's birth, and a concert with "Toy’, “Trumpet”
and "Farewell" is also a tribute to the father of the symphony who ushered in the
classical era. Next year is also the 200" anniversary of the birth of Cesar Franck,
the French composer and organist, and HPO will play his representative works,
like Variations Symphoniques and Symphony in d minor, to make audiences feel
the passion of French romanticism.

Bring together classical music

Performing the classic works of classical music masters is the cornerstone of a
symphony orchestra’s career, and HPO has always been working hard on this.
The German and Austrian works are the best choice for the annual season.
In this season, there will be Beethoven's overtures, symphonies and romantic
songs, Liszt's No1 and No.2 piano concertos, Mendelssohn’s double concerto,
Brahms's serenade, Bruckner's No.4 symphony and No.5 symphony, of course,
the works of Russian masters such as Tchaikovsky, Shostakovich and Rach-
maninoy, and even a special concert of the "three great Hungarian musicians”
(Kodaly, Liszt and Bartok) and many other pleasant music.

Music in harmony from multiple dimensions

In addition to the traditional classical repertoire, the orchestra is also commit-
ted to cooperating with various parties to bring forth the new, including jointly
producing and launching an opera with the China National Opera House on the
basis of maintaining the tradition of one opera every year; cooperating with the
National Ballet of China to bring the ballet Don Quixote; and launching a con-
cert with the theme of Chinese style presented by the symphony orchestra, gu-
zheng and suona, and a children’s concert combining acrobatics and symphony.
In addition, at the annual Hangzhou New Year concert, the orchestra will bring
relevant commissioned works to celebrate the centenary of the Party's found-
ing, comprehensively building a moderately well-off society, and Asian Games
Hangzhou 2022.

Chamber concerts and public concerts are still the permanent contents of the
orchestra’s annual season. In addition to the chamber concert performed by
Vera Tsu Weiling and her students, there are other wonderful performances, like
Brass Glorious Night performed by French horn Gu Cong, trumpet Li Degin and
trombone Zhu Wei with the brass part, and HPO's chamber concert. In particu-
lar, the public concerts are sought after by Hangzhou citizens, in which not only
works with the theme of red are performed, but also energetic works with the
theme of percussion music and vivid and interesting works with the theme of
film. At the chamber concert of HPO, the combination of flute and harp, percus-
sion and brass will take turns on the stage, and conductors Zhang Bingbing and
Sun Yifan, cellist Wei Yuchen, percussion players LU Zhengdao and Peng Shuai
Li, pianist Tan Xiaotang and his students will help popularize the music of HPO.

Classical music has always been labeled by ordinary people as "elegant art”
and "highbrow music’, but it is these classical music that has shown strong re-
silience and great dimension in the changing times. HPO will always maintain
the original aspiration of classics, so that every listener can touch the time and
feel the eternity in music.

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YANG YANG

ARTISTIC DIRECTOR AND CHIEF CONDUCTOR

Born in a musical family, learned piano with Prof. Li Qifang. Later, he learned conducting re-
spectively with Prof. Xu Xin and Prof. Wu Lingfen, and then was admitted to the Conducting
Department of Central Conservatory of Music, being one of the students of Prof. Yu Feng.

In November 2006, Yang won the first place for his outstanding performance at the Dimitris
Mitropoulos International Competition for Orchestral Conducting in Greece. It's the first time for
the Chinese conductors to have such honor.

As one of the most active young conductors in China, Yang has maintained close partnership
with all mainstream orchestras and opera houses domestically. Meanwhile, he has successful-
ly left tracks at a host of foreign orchestras such as Deutsches Symphonie-Orchester Berlin,
German Philharmonic Orchestra of Cologne, Stuttgarter Philharmoniker, National Rhine Phil-
harmonic Orchestra, New Brandenburg Philharmonic Orchestra, Italian Verona Opera House,

Teatro Regio Torino, Italian Rome Philharmonic Orchestra, French Cannes Symphony Orches-
tra, Bordeaux Symphony Orchestra, Valencia Orchestra of Spain, Greek Symphony Orchestra,
Athenian Chamber Orchestra and Korean Incheon Philharmonic, etc.

He had sincere cooperation with world famous musicians such as cellists Lynn Harrell, Alban
Gerhard, Wang Jian, Natalia Gutman, violinists Maxim Vengerov, Gidon Kremer, Midori, Sarah
Chang, Augustin Dumay, Lenard Karpison, Cho-Liang Lin, pianists Gary Graffman, Lang Lang,
Barry Douglas, Jean-Yves Thibaudet, Kun-Woo Paik, Jon Kimura Parker, soprano Sumi Jo, clar-
inetists Sabine Meyer, Wenzel Fuchs, French horn players Radovan Vlatkovic, Stefan Dohr, etc.
Yang had also cooperated with all Chinese distinguished musicians.

Recommended by maestro Long Yu, Yang started his conducting career in the year of 1998, at
the First Beijing International Music Festival (BMF). Since then, he conducted operas and con-
certs at BMF eight years consecutively. From 2000 to 2016, Yang Yang held the position as the
Assistant Conductor and Resident Conductor of China Philharmonic Orchestra (CPO). In 2006,
Yang Yang attended an advanced training course hosted by maestro Myung-whun Chung in
Korea. In 2009, he has presided over the founding of Hangzhou Philharmonic Orchestra (HPO).

Since 2009, Yang Yang and HPO had successfully completed twelve music seasons, and per-
formed at leading festivals including Mecklenburg-Vorpommern Festival, Schleswig-Holstein
Musik Festival, Ravello Festival, Emilia Romagna Festival, Taormina Festival, Ljubljana Festival.
He also toured with HPO extensively in Russia and Estonia. In 2018, Yang toured with HPO to
five "Belt and Road" countries, including Greece, Bulgaria, Romania, Serbia and Hungary, as
well as Japan, Korea and Thailand as the conductor, winning great applause from European
and Asian audience and enjoying critical acclaim at home and abroad.

From his conducting career to 2016, when he was appointed as Music Director and Chief Con-
ductor of China National Opera House, Yang had conducted China Philharmonic Orchestra,
China National Opera House and Hangzhou Philharmonic Orchestra and successfully demon-
strated many of the great operas, such as Le Nozze di Figaro, Die Zauberflote, Cosi fan tutte, La
Traviata, Rigoletto, Turandot, Madama Butterfly, La Boheme, Cavalleria Rusticana, Pagliacci, Car-
men, as well as many Chinese opera’s debut in China including Night Banquet, Wolf Cub Vil-
lage, Songs Of The Long March, The Red Detachment of Women and Manas. Yang toured with
China National Opera House to Swiss and Italy for Giacomo Puccini Opera Festival with Turan-
dot, Madama Butterfly and Songs Of The Long March successfully, which drew broad attention
internationally and showed his outstanding talents in opera conducting.

Yang Yang is now acting as Music Director and Chief Conductor of China National Opera
House, Artistic Director and Chief Conductor of Hangzhou Philharmonic Orchestra, Music Di-
rector of Hangzhou International Music Festival, Artistic Director of CCOM Children Symphony
Orchestra.
